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     Rules                                               
 

1. The ball is not pitched, but hit off a batting tee. A pitcher is used to field the pitching 
position and to give timing to the game. The batter begins play as soon as the pitcher 
goes through the throwing motion. 

 
2. Ball Height on the tee is to be adjusted to the belt area of the batter. 

 
3. The batter shall not swing the bat until the pitcher has made a complete pitching 

motion. 
 

4. There are no on deck batters. If a player wishes to take a few practice swings, they are 
permitted to do so when it is their turn to bat. 

 
5. Players are not allowed to lead off, steal, or slide. 

 
6. A team will bat through the entire batting order each inning. 

 
7. There are no strike-outs. 

 
8. Each team will play with all players defensively, using a rover in either the infield or 

outfield if needed. 
 

9. Regulation games shall last 3 innings or until it becomes dark. 
 

10. Teams must sit along baselines with parents and fans behind them. No one is allowed 
      to watch the game from behind the home plate area. All teams must sit at least 15 feet  
      away from tee. 

 
      11. Only equipment supplied by the Boys & Girls Club will be allowed during the 
            Game. Absolutely no metal cleats or bats. 
 
      12. Rules may be updated at any point during the season. 
 

13. All coaches must arrive to field at least 15 minutes prior to start of the game. 
       All games begin at 5:30 sharp! 

 
      14. Each team may have coaches or parents at each base to help assist the players. 
 
 
 
Note: Everyone involved should keep in mind the real purpose of this program. The learning and fun 
experiences each participant will hopefully gain will be lifelong. Safety for the boys and girls on and off the 
field should be of prime concern of all people involved in this program. 
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
